Official Rules

• Applications and the non-refundable $10 entry fee for each centerpiece entered must be received no later than March 18, 2026. There is no limit to the number of centerpieces you can submit. Church and Youth groups are also encouraged to enter the contest.
• When creating your centerpieces, keep in mind they must reflect the theme of the Conference, “FLOURISH THROUGH LIFE’S SEASONS.” The centerpiece will be judged on the following: THEME, ORIGINALITY, AESTHETIC VALUE. This year, there are no guidelines regarding materials used (i.e., fairy lights, containers). The centerpieces will be placed on side tables for everyone to easily view and enjoy throughout the Conference. 

• The names of the charities to which the creators are planning to donate the prize money MUST NOT appear on the centerpieces. If a centerpiece has the name of the recipient charity, it will be removed from the judging process. The charities MUST be nonprofit organizations with 501(c)(3) status.  
• ALL MONIES collected for entry fees, donations made by Conference attendees, and the sales of donated centerpieces will be given to the charity of the winner’s choice. 
• Centerpieces MUST BE BROUGHT to the Civic Center between 4pm and 6:30pm on Friday, March 20, 2026. 

• A committee composed of impartial community members will judge the centerpieces at 7pm on Friday, March 20, 2026, and the winner will be announced from the stage at the Conference on the 21st.
• Judges will not be told which person/group/organization submitted centerpieces or to what charity they are planning to donate the money.  
• The centerpieces will be on display during our 2026 Conference on March 21st. We cannot guarantee that they will be returned in exactly the same condition as they are delivered. 

• Centerpiece owners may reclaim their submissions at the end of the Conference (5:00pm) or donate them to FFW for use in whatever capacity FFW deems appropriate. Any centerpieces that have not been claimed immediately after the conference will become the property of FFW.
